Applications for Dicoesan Financial Aid must be completed online at FACTS Grant & Aid Assess-

ment (www.factstutionaid.com). The priority deadline for processing is March 15th 2012. Those apply-

ing must be active members of a Catholic Parish in the Diocese of Springfield, demonstrate financial 

need within Diocesan guidelines, and complete a new application each year.  

Additional financial aid awards& scholarships are available through St. Mary High School. Inter-

ested applicant must complete an application and provide the school with a copy of your 2011 tax re-

turns. In order to be considered eligible for financial aid from St. Mary High School your tuition ac-

count must be in good standing.
